Purpose:
The purpose of this guideline is to define tiering with an ALS service to calls where advanced life support  may be required.
**All patient care should follow current EMS Patient Care Protocols as approved by the Medical Director**

Response:

1. On all calls, either Mason City Fire or AMR-Charles City will be dispatched along with the Nora Springs Ambulance.

2. The first on-scene EMT will determine whether or not to 10-22 the responding ALS unit.

3. Unless there is an extenuating circumstance, or the patient’s condition requires transport by ALS, we should insist the paramedic tier with our unit for transport.  Once the patient in on our cot, they will be transported to the hospital on-board 34-481.

4. The NSVAS has Mutual Aid Agreements (28E) in place with both Mason City Fire and AMR-Charles City for ALS tiers.
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
